We employee two full-time carpenters who look after responsive maintenance for various clients 
across NSW including TAFE NSW and NSW Department of Education. They have completed over 
500 call out tasks in the public schools for NSW Department of Education in the last year. We have 
streamlined the process from initial call out, works being completed with photos and applicable 
documentation to the final invoicing stage.
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02. ASBESTOS REMOVAL
AND CARPENTRY
Since 2018 we have held a Class B Non-friable asbestos removal 
licence. Our team are all qualified asbestos removalists and have 
completed over 90 asbestos removal jobs and removed over 
6000m2 of asbestos material.  

Where a job requires both asbestos removal and carpentry 
services we are set up to do so and can usually undertake the 
removal and carpentry work in the one visit. This works out more 
economical for the client. We also organise and work in with 
other trades including electricians, plumbers and painters.  

We fully understand the SafeWork requirements for asbestos 
removal and strictly adhere to these on each project. Our 
asbestos removal jobs vary from small residential bathroom 
removals to larger removals for commercial projects.

Dubbo City Carepntry hold a restricted 
demolition licence and can demolish 
structures up to 15m high. Our team 
understand the Safe Work requirements 
around demolition and strictly adhere to 
these on each project. We can take care 
of your demolition project from small 
residential jobs to larger commercial 
projects.

Dubbo City Carpentry is a Steel Buildings 
Australia Agency and can supply and install 
industrial sheds, storage sheds, residential 
sheds and garages, workshops and farm and 
machinery sheds. All sheds are BlueScope 
Colourbond steel, ShedSafe accredited and 
have site specific engineering. We can take 
care of the whole process from Council 
approvals, concreting and installation.
